Travel back in time- Click a key on your PC

"Westward Ho!” You may have heard these words often if you were one of
the handy pioneers leaving the colonies to seek a new life in the old
Northwest Territory. You can still hear them today, electronically speak-
ing, in the Springfield, Virginia office of the Bureau of Land Management
(BLM). This U.S. Department of the Interior agency is responsible for the
historic General Land Office (6LO) records that literally tell the story of
the settlement of the West. The BLM expanded website now offers infor-
mation on historic land patents from all 30 public land states (those not
included in the original 13 colonies, Texas and Hawaii, east and west).

Over 4.2 million land patents records from across the United States are
now online, and 2.8 million records is expected in about 6 years. The web-
site has had more than 5.7 million visitors since its inception, making it one
of the most popular websites in the Department of the Interior.

The web site includes indexes to patents issued prior to 1908 for most
western states dating back to the late 1780's. A special feature on the
site allows you to query the GLO database by name, whether the name be-
longs to the patentee, warrantee, assignee, or heir. Also, we have expand-
ed the mage display capabilities, this lets the user choose among TIFF,
GIF, and PDF formats. (Contd)

Samuel T. Hauser - 7th Governor of the Montana Territory

Hauser was born to Samuel Thomas and Mary Ann (Kennett) Hauser in Falmouth, Kentucky on
January 10, 1833. His early education occurred locally at the Chittenden School while both his
father, a judge and lawyer, and a cousin who had graduated from Yale University, oversaw his

later education.

At the age of 19, Hauser went to work for the Kentucky Central Railroad ! He then moved to
Missouri in 1854, where he worked as a civil engineer for the railroads. He began as an assistant
engineer for the Missouri Pacific and Northern Pacific railways and worked his way up to become

chief engineer on the Lexington to Sedalia branch.
Hauser married Ellen Farrar of St. Louis in 1871. The marriage produced two children: Ellen and
Samuel Thomas Jr
In early 1862, Hauser left his position with the railroads for Fort Benton, Montana from where
he spent several months prospecting before arriving at the mines in Bannack later in the year.
The next year his prospecting efforts took him down the Yellowstone River. His efforts proved
successful and within a few years he owned six silver mines. He also built coal mines and several
silver smelters, including Montana Territory's first smelter in Argenta.

In addition to his mining interests, Hauser developed a number of other business activities. In
1865 he joined with Nathaniel P. Langford to establish a bank in Virginia City. The next year,
Hauser founded the First National Bank of Helena. He later opened banks in Fort Benton, Butte,
and Missoula. Hauser oversaw the build-out of the Utah and Northern Railway within Montana
Territory, and also acquired a large real estate portfolio in support of his mining and ranching
interests.

In 1870, Hauser participated as a member of the Washburn-Langford-Doane Expedition. He
was also active in efforts to preserve the Yellowstone area and his lobbying efforts helped see
the creation of the Yellowstone National Park. Politically he was aligned with the Democratic Par-
ty and served as a delegate to the 1884 Democratic National Convention. Despite being a Demo-
crat, Hauser's business influence was large within the territory that he even influenced the se-
lection of Republican appointees.

In order to free himself to concentrate on his business activities, Hauser submitted his resignation in Decem-
ber 1886. His last day in office came on February 7, 1887.

During his term of office, his many business interests consumed much of his time and many of his duties as
governor were delegated to his personal secretary.

As governor, Hauser was an advocate of free silver and supported relocating the territory's indigenous popu-
lation to the Indian Territory in order to free land for settlers. To appease cattle interests within the territory he
appointed a territorial veterinary surgeon while, in an effort to constrain territorial spending, vetoed the estab-
lishment of a territorial insane asylum.

Hauser built the Hauser Mansion in Helena; it is now listed on the National Register of Historic Places.

Hauser died in Helena, Montana on November 10, 1914 and was buried in the Forestvale Cemetery.

Hauser Dam, northeast of Helena, Montana is named after Hauser.

A Little History about Miles City, Montana

After the Battle of the Little Bighorn in 1876, the U.S. Army created forts in eastern Mon-
tana, including one where the north-flowing Tongue River flowed into the east-flowing Yellow-
stone River. The first fort was known as the Tongue River Cantonment or the Tongue River Bar-
racks and was founded on August 27, 1876. A second, permanent fort was constructed on higher
ground two miles to the west of the mouth of the Tongue and this became Fort Keogh.

Fort Keogh (named after Captain Myles Keogh, one of the battle dead) started as a few rough
winter cabins, but grew into a moderate sized western fort, from which its commander, General
Nelson A. Miles, ef?‘ectively brought the remaining "uncontrolled" Native Americans into subju-
gation during the last decade of the 1800s.

Nelson Miles said that "whiskey caused him more trouble than the Indians" and, after tiring of
drunken soldiers causing problems during the winter campaign, evicted the sutlers who provided
“liquid stock" in the spring of 1877. Moving two miles due east of the Tongue River Cantonment,
these early merchants founded the first Miles City. Although fondly referred to as "Milestown,"
the first post office and first official plat both called the town "Miles City." When the old can-
tonment moved two miles west, the town literally picked up and followed, moving to the current
site. The last occupants of Old Miles City stayed on until 1900 but the new community was the
one that grew.

Before the town itself was founded, George Miles, the nephew of General Miles, who had ac-
companied his uncle on the western expedition and served in the quartermasters office, bought
a herd of sheep, the first of many commercial enterprises in his involvement with the core
founders of the town.

Livestock speculation brought thousands of cattle to the open ranges in the late 1880s, the
railroad was extended through the area, and Texas drove numerous cattle to Miles City to fat-
ten them on free grass and move them to where they could be loaded on trains bound for the
slaughterhouses in Chicago.

Miles City established a municipal electric utility around 1887 and it was a source of civic pride
(as any city would have towards its own utilities) until a traveling employee of Minnesota North-
ern Power (predecessor of MDU Resources Group, Inc.) told the city council "the emperor has no
clothes." i.e., the system was far less efficient and in worse shape than they thought. The city
council eventually put the question to the voters who instructed the city to sell the utility. By
this time, the people with the Montana Power Company (now NorthWestern Energy's Montana
division) became aware of this and were soon locked in an epic battle with Minnesota Northern
over the franchise. A franchise election was held to determine who would serve Miles City on
June 28, 1927. Minnesota Northern won by a scant 16 votes.

Miles City experienced rapid growth until the 1920s and 1930s, but became overshadowed by
the upstart upriver town of Billings, which was at the cross roads of transportation routes, and
it became a banking center, oil refining center, and medical service center and is now the largest
city in the state.
